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September 14, 2015

A special Town Meeting of electors and citizens qualified to vote in Town Meetings of the Town of North Stonington, Connecticut was held in the North Stonington Elementary School Multi-Purpose Room, Norwich Westerly Rd, North Stonington, CT on Monday, September 14, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.  Present First Selectman Nicholas H Mullane II, Selectman Bob Testa, Selectman Mark Donahue, Attorney Bruce A Chudwick and Attorney Matthew D Ritter from the Law Firm Shipman & Goodwin in Hartford, CT.  First Selectman Mullane called the meeting to order and then asked Town Clerk Norma Holliday to read the call of the meeting.  Selectman Mullane then asked for a MOTION from the floor to elect a Moderator.  A MOTION made by Warren Speh seconded by Walter Mathwich to elect Bob Shabunia Moderator.   A MOTION made by Warren Speh seconded by Vilma Gregoropoulos to close all nomination, Both MOTIONS CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.  Moderator Bob Shabunia then asked the Town Clerk Norma Holliday to read item one of the call.
1.  To hear and act upon the creation of an Ordinance in accordance with Connecticut General Statutes 9-188 titled“Election of a First Selectman for the Town of North Stonington”  that states commencing with the election of November 3, 2015 and with every biennial regular town election thereafter, votes cast for a candidate for First Selectman shall count for that office only.  Votes cast for an unsuccessful candidate for First Selectman shall not be counted as votes for that candiate as a member of the Board of Selectman.  
A MOTION made by Bill Ricker, seconded by Warren Speh to put item #1 on the floor for discussion.  Moderator Bob Shabunia stated that Attorneys Bruce Chudwick from the firm Shipman & Goodwin in Hartford, CT who specializes in Municipal & Election Law would speak first regarding the ordinance and then the Ordinance Circulator Bill Ricker would get a chance to speak and then the audience would be able to ask questions and then comments.  Attorney Cudwick referred to page #27 of the packet that was handed out in the beginning of the meeting to the questions presented and referred to the brief answer given.  Attorney Chudwick stated “that an ordinance is a permissible action to take, put there would be a substantial risk to the Town if such action was taken under Section 9-328 of the Connecticut General Statutes and could create uncertainty as to the election results and be costly to the Town.”  Bill Ricker addressed the audience with a written statement of why he circulated the petition, discussion followed.  A MOTION made by Ann Brown seconded by Vilma Gregoropolus to move the question, MOTION passed by a show of hands.  The original MOTION denied UNANIMOSLY by a show of hands
2. To hear and act upon the establishment of an Ordinance titled “Issuance or Approval of a Building Permit Application contingent upon the payment of Property Taxes.”  Which states that no building permits or certificates of occupany and use shall be issued unless all current and delinquent property taxes are paid in full unless, in the opinion of the Building Official, to do so would endanger public health and safety.  A MOTION made by Sandra Steinhart seconded by Warren Speh to approve item #2 as presented, discussion followed.  A MOTION made by Emil Pavolovics seconded by Daniel Smith to table item #2 until First Selectman Mullane can get a clarification of what “payment of Property Taxes are.”  MOTION CARRIED by a show of hands.
